Nora is a woman who behaves like a spoiled child, playing and having fun all day and darkens for trivial reasons such as when her husband, Mr. Helmer, orders not to eat sweets. Change and awareness of Nora suddenly happen when he finally understands that his role in the marriage lasted eight years, was that of a simple and beautiful puppet, forced to live in a doll house, as she always did indeed from birth. The husband sees it as little more than domestic animals very noisy and lively. Helmer became director of the bank, the family is ready to celebrate Christmas and promotion but Nora is blackmailed by Krogstad because of an illegal loan that she had contracted, falsifying the signature of his father, to save the life of her husband, seriously ill. When her husband Helmer discovers the fact, is assailed by anxiety and pain of losing their reputation. This anxiety and all other thought clouds, in despair, told Nora that alienate what he now considers an unworthy wife the care of his children. 
The desperation of Nora and awareness about his condition to make a decision at the same time dramatic and surprising.

Enrik Ibsen was born in Skien, Norway, from a family of traders who soon fell into disgrace. After a difficult childhood, in 1851 he was appointed poet and artistic director of the National Theatre in Bergen in 1857 passed to Norske Thwatre of Christiana, where he remained until 1864. From 1864 to 1868 was in Italy, where he wrote two of his masterpieces: Brand and Peer Gynt. Returning for a short period at home, then lived in Roma and Monaco. He returned to Norway in 1891, died in Oslo in 1906.
