“Mannaggia la miserìa, " with the accent on the second 'i', is an applicant's application among Moroccan immigrants living in the ghetto of San Nicola Varco, a vegetable market left in the heart of Piana of Sele , near Salerno. In that market you can’t buy nor sell their produce. There's no other goods. There are arms, so many arms.

 The text denounces the conditions of living and working extremely deprived of a nucleus of seven hundred Moroccan immigrants employed in agriculture. Stories told in first person, merciless descriptions of daily life consisting of inhumane living conditions in slums without electricity, without water, and marked by hard work and exploitation in rural areas dominated by illegal hiring and illegal work.
